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The Need

Without access to clean water, no human being can thrive. Pokot women
and children walk up to 10 miles each day for unclean water which
ultimately causes illness. Fulfilling this basic need consumes so much
time and energy that there is little left to invest in family, education, self-
sustaining work, and dreams for a better future. There are more than

one million Pokot living in Kenya and we are committed to providing
HOPE—one clean water well at a time.

The Solution

There is a solution. Hope Water Project has been raising funds and
awareness to meet this need among the Pokot since 2012. We walk,
run, cycle, volunteer, and fundraise with the goal of digging clean
water wells. Nearly 160 wells have been drilled and with each one,
villages have grown, lives have been saved, and communities have
